The Dravidian University was established by the Government of Andhra Pradesh through a

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Choice Based Credit System (CBCS):

All the Under Graduate/Post Graduate Programmes of the Dravidian University are offered
under Choice Based Credit System (CBCS).
The structure of Post Graduate Programme consists of:
a) Core Courses-compulsory.
b) Internal Elective Courses — open for the students ofthe particular programme in which they
are admitted.

c) External Elective Course — Open only for the students from the other departments.
d) Soft Skills- Open only for the students from the other departments.

1. General Rules of Attendance:

a. The Graduate / Postgraduate degree shall be conferred on a candidate who, after getting
admission into the particular Undergraduate / Postgraduate programme and has pursued a
“Regular course of study” as herein prescribed and fulfilled the conditions laid-down for the
attendance of students and passed the prescribed examination both in theory and practical
(wherever is applicable).

b. The minimum essential attendance requirement is 75% in course work. In special cases the
Vice- Chancellor may condone deficiency of attendance not exceeding 12.5% on the
recommendation of the HOD / School Dean concerned based on medical certificate by an
authorized medical officer also only in natural calamities duly certified by Tahsildar. A monthly
consolidated attendance statement will be displayed on the departmental notice board on 5th
of every month and the same may be sent every month to the Dean, Academic Affairs.

c. Students who are continuously absent for ten days or more, will be served a notice by the
Head ofthe Department concerned stating that he/she has to forfeit his/her seat, if he/she fail
to report to the department immediately.

d. Students who get less than 62.5% of attendance have to re-do the course in the following
year by paying the admission fee and other prescribed fees.

e. The students who do not have adequate attendance will not be considered for the award of
any scholarship or any kind of financial aid by the any other Government or Quasi Government
Agency.

f.  Attendance shall be reckoned from the date of admission to the last instruction day as per the
almanac.

g. The above rules of attendance are also applicable to the students who are already admitted
in the previous years and continuing their studies at present.

h. 20% exemption of attendance to a pregnant lady student would be allowed on personal
request.
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2. General Rules for Examination:

a.

—

All Graduate / Postgraduate Examinations of the University shall be held at Headquarters of
the University at Srinivasavanam, Kuppam on such dates as notified by the Controller of
Examinations, Dravidian University.

A candidate who fails to present himself / herself for the examination due to any reason
whatsoever including shortage of attendance or one who fails in the examination shall not be
entitled to claim refund of the whole or part of the examination fee or ask for the transfer of
the same for a subsequent examination or examinations.

A candidate who has been allowed to appear at the examination of the University once, but
has not been able to appear or has failed to pass the examination may be permitted to appear
at the same examination again without putting in any further attendance.

A candidate after he / she has been declared successful in an examination shall be awarded a
degree stating the year of the examination, the subjects in which he / she was examined and
the division / grade in which he / she was placed.

No candidate shall be allowed to put in attendance for or appear at two examinations at the
same time. This rule does not apply to the examination for part-time Diploma or Certificate
Courses offered by the University.

However, the candidate has to complete the programme within four years and 5 years in
case. Otherwise he/she has to seek fresh admission notwithstanding the fact that new subjects
might have been introduced.

Whenever a programme or a scheme of examination in the University changes, one more
examination in the following year shall be conducted according to the old syllabus/ regulations.
Candidates not availing themselves of this chance or failing at this examination shall take the
examination thereafter according to the changed syllabus/ regulations.

Instruction in various subjects shall be provided by the Department concerned as per the
scheme of instruction and syllabi prescribed.

The programme of instruction, examination and vacation shall be notified by the Dravidian
University.

The medium ofinstruction shall be English.

University examinations (theory/ practical) shall be held as prescribed in the scheme ofthe
examination.

The course of study shall consist ofclass Lectures, Tutorials, Seminars, Project work, Record
work etc.

m. The University examination in the theory courses will be a written examination.
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3. Rule of Progression from one Semester to the next Semester:

a) Astudent is allowed to move from first Semester to second Semester and to the subsequent
Semesters in a sequential manner if he / she fulfills the stipulated attendance and academic
requirements besides attempting the Semester-end examinations ofthe concerned semester.
No skipping of Semesters is allowed. Passing of all courses (subjects) is not compulsory for
moving to the immediately next semester course-work, that is, from first to second and from
second to third, and from third to fourth, and from fourth to fifth, and from fifth to sixth. Such
students who have failed in a few or all courses (subjects) shall be permitted to sit for Semester-
end examinations ofthat particular semester along with the subsequent batch students till they
successfully complete within the permitted maximum period, i.e., within 2 additional years in
case of B.A./B.Sc./B.Com./B.B.A./B.Ed./B.P.Ed./M.Com./M.Sc./M.A./M.C.A/M.B.A./
M.Ed/M.Lib.1.Sc.

b) A student falling short of attendance including condoning limits (ranging between 62.5% to
75%) ina particular Semester shall not be permitted to apply for Semester-end Examinations
and is detained to redo that particular Semester course work once again. Such students are
not permitted to move to the immediate next Semester.

c) Request for readmission for redoing of Semester work will be considered in the subsequent
academic year only and in the same Semester in which he / she could not put up the required
attendance.

4. Improvement of Division / Grade:

A candidate is permitted to appear for improvement only once i.e., in the immediate following
examination. The candidate who is desirous to improve the class/ grade should appear at all the
theory courses. No provision for improvement in practicals.

5. Appearance and Reappearance for the Examination:

a. Candidates who have put in the required attendance both in Theory and Practicals (wherever
applicable) and those who have completed practical work and submitted records specified
in the curriculum alone are eligible to appear for theory and practical examinations of a
particular Semester of any Graduate / Postgraduate programme. No candidate without the
completion of projects and practical record work will be allowed for Semester-end theory/
practical examinations.

b. The HOD/ School Dean shallnot allow any candidate to appear for the final theory examination
if their practical work as prescribed is not satisfactory or incomplete at the time of forwarding
the application for examination to the Controller of Examinations. Such candidates should
seek fresh admission or readmission in the subsequent year to complete their practical work.

c. Acandidate who fails in the theory part of the examination may be allowed to reappear either
in the concerned theory course(s) in which he / she failed or in all the theory courses, at any
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subsequent examination without putting in further attendance, provided he / she does not
change the subjects originally studied by him / her.

d. In case if practical projects / records are not satisfactorily completed, the candidate will be
permitted to appear for the final examination only after completing such practical work after
seeking admission to that particular Graduate / Postgraduate programme as a casual student
and producing thereafter, certificates of satisfactory work in the required courses / areas.

e. Attendance at N.C.C./N.S.S. Camps or inter-collegiate or Inter University or Inter-state or
National or International matches or Debates, youth festivals or educational excursions if
they form the part ofthe curriculum, or attendance at such other inter-university, inter-college
activities, as approved by the university, will not be treated as absence. However, the aggregate
of'such absence should not exceed 12 working days in any semester.

6. Disciplinary Rules:

In order to maintain discipline on the campus, the students are instructed:

1. To maintain dignity, decency, decorum, order and calmness and also to obey the instructions
of'the teachers in the classrooms;

2. To maintain silence in reading rooms and in the Library and also on the campus;

To submit to the disciplinary jurisdiction of the authorities and obey the rules and regulations
made by the University from time to time;

Not to formany formal or informal groups on the basis of caste, creed, community or religion;
Not to sow seeds of discord among students;

Not to engage in any kind of activity that interrupts the corporate life of the University;

Not to adopt any coercive measures;

Not to abuse the privileges of status of students;

13. Not to demand for postponement of examinations or for re-examination;

14. Not to misbehave with any staff member, examiner, invigilator or any official of the university;

15. Not to meddle with the conduct of examinations in any way;

16. Not to resort to any type of malpractice, unfair means or boycott the examinations;

17. It is strictly warned that violation ofany one of these said norms result in disciplinary action
including expulsion from the University without any notice.
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7. Refund of Fee:

Registration fee once paid will not be refunded or readjusted to any other programme. Full

tuition fee will be refunded if any student cancels his/her admission before the closure of
admission schedule.

If any student cancels his/her admission after the commencement of classes, only 75% of

Tuition Fee of that year will be refunded, even if the student discontinues in the first year or
second year, irrespective of whether the student has attended any class or not. However, the
students allotted through State Level CETs are exempted from paying 25% tuition fee, ifany
such student opts to join some other institution in the sliding process, but before the closure
of'the last phase of counselling for a particular programme, i.e., B.Ed., B.P.Ed., M.B.A.,
M.C.A/M.C.L., T.PT.

If any student discontinues the programme and rejoins, in whichever year he/she has to pay
the prescribed admission and tuition fees as per the fees prescribed in the prospectus which
is in force at the time of rejoining.

8. Refund of Caution Deposit:

Caution Deposit will be returned to the student after the completion of the course. Caution
Deposit has to be claimed within one year after the completion of the course. Otherwise the
amount paid will not be refunded.

For refund of'tuition fees and caution deposit, the students can approach the Dean, Academic
Affairs and submit the requisition letter through proper channel.

9. Miscellaneous Provisions:

a) Teaching Staff as Mentors:

It is envisaged to continue the practice of mentorship in Departments of Dravidian University.

Each facultymember will act as a mentor. They will be entrusted the responsibility of Mentorship,

who will be responsible for monitoring the overall progress of the student in respect of
attendance, preparation of projects etc., his / her overall participation in the programme. Each
mentor will be allotted minimum of 7-8 students from each batch and he / she will take care of
his / her progress and participation in the particular Graduate / Postgraduate Programme.

Each mentor, besides providing overall guidance, is also responsible for resolving of any
problems faced by the students.

Transitory Provisions:

Whenever a course or scheme of instruction is changed in a particular year, two more

examinations immediately following thereafter shall be conducted with the old syllabus /

regulations. Candidates not appearing at the examinations or failing in them shall take the

examination subsequently according to the changed Syllabus / Regulations in the equivalent

‘course’ fixed by the respective in the department announced each year.

2. Submission ofapplication and marks/rank in entrance examinations do not guarantee admission.

Once admitted, the students shall abide by the Dravidian University Conduct rules in force
and shall forfeit admission for violating them.

RESERVATION/ALLOCATION OF SEATS

A. Reservation for SC/ST/BC Categories:
The seats are reserved for the following categories as per the relevant Government Orders of
Government of Andhra Pradesh.

(a) 15% of seats in each course shall be reserved for the candidates belonging to Scheduled
Castes.

(b) 6% of seats in each course shall be reserved for the candidates belonging to the scheduled
Tribes. The seats reserved for scheduled tribes shall be made available to scheduled
astes and vice versa, if qualified candidates are not available in the category. If qualified
candidate belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes communities are not
available, the left over seats reserved for them shall be treated as unreserved seats and
shall be filled by the candidates of General pool.

(c) 29% of seats in each course shall be reserved for the candidates belonging to the
Backward classes and shall be allocated among the five groups of Backward classes as
shown below:

GROUP ‘A’ - 7%; GROUP ‘B’ - 10% GROUP ‘C’- 1% GROUP ‘D’ - 7% GROUP
‘E”-4%

If qualified candidates belonging to Backward Classes of a particular group are not available,

the leftover seats shall be adjusted for the candidates of next group. If qualified candidates
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belonging to Backward Classes are not available to fill up the 29% seats reserved for them,

the left over seats shall be treated as unreserved and shall be filled up with candidates of
General pool.

No candidate seeking reservation for admission under the above categories be allowed to

participate in the Counselling for admission unless he/she produces the Integrated Community
Certificate prescribed by the Govt., and issued by the Revenue Authorities in the Government (vide
G.O. Ms. No: 58, Social Welfare (J), Dept., Dated: 12-5-1997).

B. Reservation for Women:

(a) One third ofthe seats are reserved for women candidates in each category (i.e. OC, SC, ST,

BC, Special Categories and L/NL). This rule is not applied if women candidates selected on
merit in a category from one third or more of the seats therein. If there are no suitable candidates
in a category, the seats will be filled with men candidates of the same category. Absence of
adequate number of women candidates in a category cannot be compensated by giving more
seats for women in another category.

C. Reservation for Economically Weaker Section (EWS):

1.1 Persons who are not covered under the scheme of reservation for SCs, STs and 0BCs
and whose family has gross annual income below Rs. 8.00 lakh (Rupees eight lakh only)
are to be identified as EWSs for benefit of reservation. Income shall also include income
fromall sources i.e. salary, agriculture, business, profession, etc. for the financial year prior to
the year of application.
Also persons whose family owns or possesses any of the following assets shall be excluded
from being identified as EWS, irrespective of the family income:

(c) Admission will be made on the basis of the percentage of disability as assessed by the
University Doctor, but not according to the rank in the entrance test. Where disability is
equal, merit in the entrance test will be taken into consideration for admission.

(d) Adifferently abled candidate will not be admitted into a course if the disability does not allow
him to pursue the course to a reasonable extent.

(e) Ifthere is no suitable candidate under DA category, the seat will be filled with a candidate of
local open category.

Children of the Armed Personnel (CAP)

The following priorities shall be drawn up with regard to the Children of Armed Personnel.

1. Children of Servicemen killed in action.

ii. Children of Ex-Servicemen disabled in action and permanently incapacitated as a result there
of'in respect of disability pension.

iii. Children of Ex-Servicemen and Servicemen who have received Gallantry Awards in the
following order. (a) Param Vir Chakra; (b) Ashok Chakra; (c) Mahavir Chakra; (d) Kirti
Chakra; (e) Vir Chakra; (f) Shaurya Chakra; (g) Sena/Nao Sena/Vayu Sena Medal; (h)
Mention in dispatches.

iv. Children of Armed Personnel (combatant) irrespective of the rank held by them.

v. Children of other Ex-Servicemen or Servicemen who are eligible for pension.

Ifthere is more than one candidate in any of the above groups, priority will be decided on the
basis of DUCET-2020 rank.
